For years, her dad expected her to get a “real job,” so Morgan chose being a 
surgeon — she even studied pre-med for a brief period. However, during a project for school, 
one of her professors told her she was an amazing artist and that she should go to art school… 
so Morgan took him up on it and applied to OTIS. She not only got in, but she says the school 
was “practically begging” her to attend, even offering her a scholarship in the process.


Naturally, Morgan’s oil lawyer father wasn’t pleased with this new path… but he told her to make 
sure she selected an art form where she could make money. She picked fashion as her pursuit 
and that was that — Morgan pivoted and never looked back. With 23+ years of custom clothing 
experience under her belt, Morgan can do it all — draping, pattern making, expert level sewing, 
and more. Some of the pieces she is most proud of include a puffer hoodie made from recycled 
plastic bags, as well as various bags made from an old vinyl event banner. 


Celebrities like Jared Leto, Megan Thee Stallion, and Doja Cat have all sought out Morgan’s 
creative mind for off-the-wall wardrobe ideas (for events like the MET Gala). Her design brain is 
unlike anyone else’s, as she claims she loves the most neurotic ideas imaginable — such as 
hand-sewing 700+ individual gold feathers into leather, or hooking 1,000+ safety pins together 
to create a “chainmail dress.” At one point, Morgan even worked in design for a toy company, so 
she simply sees the world differently than other fashion designers.
